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ABSTRACT (Times New Roman, Size 11, Bold)
Papers should be prepared in English and have a maximum of 6 pages. The full text of the papers to be presented orally or as a poster should include the title, abstract, keywords, introduction, experimental study, results, conclusion, acknowledgment (if needed) and reference sections. Single-space writing and Times New Roman 11 pt. font should be used throughout the study. The abstract should contain background information, the purpose of the study, the materials and methods used and the prominent results and should be prepared in a maximum of 350 words. At least three and at most five keywords should be written and they should be placed after the abstract.

Keyword: Axx, Bxx, Cxxx, Dxxx (Times New Roman, Size 11, Italic)
1. INTRODUCTION
It should contain basic information about the subject and the current situation of the subject should be examined. The purpose of the study and the overall results obtained should be stated.
References should be numbered sequentially and shown in square brackets (such as [1], [2-5], [6, 7]). Reference writing format is given below with examples.
2. EXPERIMENTAL STUDY
The materials and methods should be explained in detail.
2.1 Sub-headings
Sub-headings should be numbered as 2.1, 2.1.1.
2.1.1. Tables and Figures
Figure titles should be centered below the figure, while table titles should be centered above the tables. Figure and table captions should be written in Times New Roman 11 pt. The texts in the table should be written in Times New Roman 10 pt. Figures should be in high resolution.
